Joshua Lafazan became one of the youngest elected officials in the history of New York State at 18 when he was elected to the Syosset School Board of Education with 82 percent of the vote in May 2012. He is currently a sophomore in the Honors Program at Nassau Community College.

Lafazan is the founder and CEO of Safe Ride Syosset, Inc., a community outreach program dedicated to ensuring that no Syosset teenager gets behind the wheel of a car while intoxicated, or is the passenger in a car with a drunk driver.

Lafazan is a member of the Board of Directors of the Long Island Council on Alcoholism and Drug Dependence (LICADD).  He is a member of both the Nassau County Heroin Prevention Task Force as well as the Long Island Youth Safety Coalition. He was also appointed and confirmed to the Nassau County Youth Board of Directors this past August and serves as a volunteer firefighter in the Syosset Volunteer Fire Department.
